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Andrew and I went on this visit to Tirge Mures, believing the Lord to 
be leading here.  We went with open minds, not knowing what to 
expect.  The first two days saw us visiting village Churches and 
generally visiting other areas.  By Sunday, we thought, what are we 
doing here...did we get it right?  Perhaps we should be returning 
home on Monday and not on Wednesday as planned.  However, the 
Lord had other ideas and on the MONDAY, doors began to open.   
 
We visited 3 centres involved with children aged 3 - 9.  Their 
programmes were to educate and give life skills to these kids.  
These could then integrate naturally into High School later on (not 
being found on the streets committing criminal acts in order to 
survive) 
  
This is what we had come over for.  From the City Mayors Office, 
who gave us their full support, we were able to visit and chat at 
these Centres. 
  
There are written reports on THE VISIT on the table at the back of 
the Church, for a more in-depth detailed account.  As you read 
through, you will see the hand of God working through all the events. 
The idea is to resource the local Church at Tirge Mures, so they are 
the ones seen as doing the 'good works' which lead to building 
bridges and thus extending the Kingdom, as His Church is added 
to.   
  
It is exciting and we would like to be a part of that....what do you 
think? Helen would be pleased for any response to this item, which I 
am sure she would print in the next issue.
