In Christ you also are being built together for a habitation of 
God (Ephesians 2:22) 
 
The explorers who first entered Peru found huge and impressive 
buildings that may have been standing for as long as 2,000 
years.  These ancient Inca structures were built of hand-hewn 
rocks of different sizes and shapes.  Some were 3-sided, some 
4-sided and some 7-sided.  Without the use of mortar, they were 
fitted together so very perfectly that they stood for many 
centuries, they even stood through earthquakes. 
 
God builds his church in much the same way.  The Bible 
pictures the church of Jesus as a building and each of the 
believers is a block in that building.  Peter said that we ‘as 
living stones, are being built into a spiritual house (1 Peter 2:5).
